Tips for an Interview

1. Dress in appropriate clothing (suits, dress shirts, ties, etc.).

2. Make sure you take a shower and put on deodorant.

3. Brush your teeth and make sure your breath doesn’t smell.

4. For females, don’t wear too much jewellery, make up or perfume.

19. Give intelligent answers and talk in favour of the other person.

20. Don’t fiddle with your clothing, hair, jewellery, etc..
