We are Climate Change

All over the world, people from different levels of society have been debating whether climate change is caused by human emission of greenhouse gases or by natural causes. Ever since the beginning of the industrial revolution, greenhouse gases have been building up due to the burning of fossil fuels by most transportation vehicles, electric generating plants, and by industrial factories. Agriculture is also looked at as another contributing factor to climate change. When fields get converted into farmlands, this could affect the ability for the soil to absorb water and the wellness of the surface to reflect light. This could be a problem because if less sunlight is being reflected back to space, the Earth’s temperature will further rise. Once seeds are planted, the fertilizer used as nutrient for plants is the main source of nitrous oxide, constituting 64% of the global total produced. When it rains and manure is washed down through soils and into streams, this pollutes the water and destroys natural habitats. In addition, animals used for farming (such as cows and sheep) produce large quantities of methane, which is one of the major greenhouse gases. Also, modern farms use a wide variety of diesel-burning tractors and machines, which adds more CO2 to the atmosphere.


Forests don’t cut themselves down. Factories don’t pollute the air and water without human operators. Tractors and trucks don’t drive themselves. Not only are humans directly responsible for these activities, they are equally responsible for the greed, corruption and indecision that have allowed it to continue.
